Prepared using the same business legal name as that in the U.S. or Foreign equivalent Government
or State (endorsed or issued) documentation supporting legal name and organizational type of the
registrant. (e.g., articles of organization, articles of incorporation, State Incorporation Certificate).

Included with registration renewal package.
